BOARD BIOS

Deborah Wilson: Bookeeper

Deborah Wilson has had the great pleasure of working along side the Board of Directors for the past five
years as both a bookkeeper and a fan of all things dramatic! Her husband Ted and three children Kyle (22 —
Ryerson Film School graduate), Liam (20 — Laurentian Univ. — Sports Psychology, 2nd yr.) and Grace (14 —
CDCI West & ballerina) have had several involvements with the Players over the past 20 years. Ted (TSH
Green Architect) was a member of the Board of Directors for a term and has fond memories of constructing
any number and type of set props with Al Blair. Most memorable amongst them were huge Doric columns
built in their town house basement. “Now that we built them — how the heck do we get them out of here?!”
All three children have participated in the summer drama programs offered to young people and have the
tales to prove it.

What many don’t know is that some of Deborah’s earliest memories are of sitting in a darkened Poor Alex
Theatre in Toronto watch her Mom rehearse Barefoot in the Park. At the tender age of eight, she was often
asked to run lines with her Mom. Can you spell phonic reader?

Others may be surprised to know that at the age of 13 she took elocution lessons with Edna Huitton and took
the Grade Five Drama exam at the Royal Conservatory. Her soliloquy as Anne of Green Gables was most
memorable — unfortunately she has forgotten every word of it!

This was the beginning of her deep appreciation and respect for the hard work that goes into each and every
aspect of theatre. From the talented actors to the producers, directors and back stage personnel — each con-
tributes countless hours for our enjoyment.

While you will never see Deborah on the stage you can rest assured that all things financial will be accounted
for!

Valerie Russell: Executive Director

I was one of a group of ten people who founded Northumberland Players more than thirty years ago. Over the
years I have served on the board of directors and chaired the organization through three terms. After the Fire-
Hall Manager Al Blair passed away several years ago and the Executive Director who took his place moved on
to another job, I stepped into the position temporarily until someone else could be found...and four years later
I am still here.

My first love is directing musical theatre...mostly I enjoy the process and the creative challenge it allows,
where many facets must come together through a team effort to create something big and really wonderful on
stage. [ have been the artistic director for about twenty-five musical productions and won the EODL’s festival
for Best Director and Best Production both times the Players have entered a production in the full length festi-
val.

I have spent many hours with other active members of the Players creating our semi-professional summer
theatre company which employed kids in post secondary theatre programs (from our area) to stage musical
productions in Victoria Hall and set up the summer drama camp program which has grown to be a vital and
profitable part of our season. I have worked on the sponsorship program and our Trillium application. I have
recently worked at organizing workshops for members in acting technique and direction to try and improve
skills in these areas.

The Northumberland Players is an excellent organization with some very dedicated and hard working volun-
teers. I have had the privilege to be a volunteer in this group both on and off the stage and have made many
lasting friendships while working on productions. In the real world I am a hemodialysis nurse and I find that
the current demands of the Executive Director position in a very busy and growing community theatre com-
pany have become more than I can manage with other interests and commitments at this time.
